The second one was the 
death of the father of a church-
planter in the same network who 
became ill and passed away also on 
27 Dec 2024. Pray for the Lord’s 
comfort on the bereaved families.  

Lebanon – The ceasefire between 
Israel and Lebanon which started on 
27 Nov 2024 is holding though 
shaky. Pray that this peace will 
allow many who are displaced from 
their homes to finally return safely 
to them. Thank God that our 
partner in Beirut was able to reach 
out to many in different parts of 
Lebanon through their Christmas 
programmes to proclaim the 
gospel. As the country tries to 
rebuild, pray for Christians to 
persevere in being salt and light in 
their communities.
